Your cooker switch and mains socket

Your cooker switch & mains socket is suitable for indoor use only; it fits a standard UK double gang
wall box. The wall box should have a minimum of 35mm (preferably 45mm) depth to allow enough
space for connections once the socket is screwed into place.

Note: This product must be installed in accordance with local building regulations.

IMPORTANT: If you are in any doubt, STOP and seek professional help. Do

not proceed unless you are sure.

If fitted, remove the front cover from your switch. Insert a small flat blade p———
screwdriver into one of the base slots and carefully prise off the front cover.

To fit your cooker switch and mains socket Earth

Check that screw
terminals are properly tightened and no bare wires are visible.
